November 26, 1783, to August 13, 1784, the Continental
Congress met in the Old Senate Chamber, and these
walls gave witness to George Washington'’s resignation
as commander-in-chief of the Continental Army and

the signing of the Treaty of Paris, which ended the

Revolutionary War.

Even Thomas Jefferson and James Madison once sat
atop the dome and looked out over Annapolis. Alas,
you cannot. However, you can take a free self-guided
tour any day of the week between 8:30 AM - 5:00 PM
(except Christmas and New Years Day). Come discover
the treasures here, including historical paintings,
Washington’s resignation letter and some of the very
furniture from that time in history. History speaks to

This special
place dates all the way back to 1879 but didn't become
a restaurant until 1974 when Air Force Captain Michael
Ashford named it with his grandmother’s maiden name.
Now owned by three former midshipmen, it continues

to be a gathering place for locals and tourists alike.
